Amnesty for companions suspended for non payment of dues 

 

M.E. Grand High Priest James P. Rudman, Grand Chapter Royal Arch Masons of Florida has 

issued an Executive Order intended to permit and encourage members suspended for non pay-

ment of dues in the last five years to again become active members of Royal Arch Masonry.  

Each Chapter has the option of adopting a resolution waving past dues and the Grand Chapter’s 

per capita tax for the years of suspension, allowing any such suspended member to return by 

paying his dues for the current year.  The period of time covered is April 28 2008 until April 8 

2009 and shall be a period of amnesty.  The text of the proposed resolution has been included 

with the Executive Order.  If the resolution is adopted by a local Chapter, it will be required to 

submit a list of members suspended in the last 5 years for non payment of dues to the Grand 

Secretary who shall provide applications to each.  Further, the local Chapter shall use its best 

efforts to contact all companions entitled to reinstatement under the terms of the Executive Or-

der and “impress upon them the advantages of this opportunity to return to good standing.
